any subcontracts to such contract; any environmental assessments or environmental

impact statements conducted in connection with such contract; and any other materials or
documents related to such contract.

There is no basis for claiming that the records requested herein are exempt from immediate
disclosure under the FOIA. Each of these records is described by 5 U.S.C. § 552(a)(2) as
information an agency is required to make available to the public. If, however, it is your position
that any portion of the requested records is exempt from disclosure, we request that you provide
us with a detailed explanation of why you consider each document exempt, as required by FOIA,
3 U.S.C. §552(a)(6)(A)(3). See Fidduccia v. DOJ, 185 F.3d 1033, 1041 (9™ Cir. 1999} (pursuant
to section 552(a)(6)(A)(1)’s requirement that the agency provide the reasons for a denial, agency
must “provide enough information, presented with sufficient detail, clarity, and verification, so
that the requester can fairly determine what has not been produced and why, and the court can
decide whether the exemptions claimed justify the nondisclosure™).
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
