The FOIA provides that if only portions of a record are
exempted from release, the remainder must be released. I
therefore request that I be provided with all nonexempt portions
which are reasocnably segregable. I particularly request that it
be kept in mind that there may exist reasonably segregable
portions of classified paragraphs. I also request that any
presently classified material be considered for declassification.

To permit an intelligent,informed decsion whether or not to
file an administrative appeal of any denial decision, I also
request that you describe withheld records (or portions thereof)

2 and explain the logical and factual basis for exemption claims.

(D.C. Cir.,1S877}). ,

I also request a fee waiver. The fee waiver provisions
undersection 552 (a) (4) (A) of the FOIA were recently amended by
the Freedom of Information Reform Act. The Reform Act's fee
provisions became effective on April 25,1987 and rewrote section
552 (a) (4) (A) to create categories of requesters entitled to
fee waivers. Pub.L. 99-570,Sec. 1803,18@4. One category consists
of "educational or noncommercial scientific institution (s} whose
purpose is scholarly or scientific research"” and another consists
of representatives of the "news media.” 5 U.S.C. 552 (a) (4) (&)
(ii) (II). Requesters in these groups receive an automatic fee
waiver of all search and review fees, irrespective of the nature
or contents of the documents requested. They can be charged
standard duplication costs (in excess of the first one hundred
copied pages), but these charges may also be waived under certain

circumstances.

I request a fee waiver on two grounds. First, I gualify for
the "news media" exemption as a result of my published works -
The U.S. Intelligence Community (Ballinger,1985); Sword and
Shield: The Soviet Intelligence and Security Apparatus
{Ballinger,1986); American Espionage and the Soviet Target
{Morrow,1987) and Foreign Intelligence Organizations. The

documents I request are are intended to further public knowledge
and understanding of activities in the area of national security.
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
