President: Let me reiterate how pleased we are to have you visit. Secretary
Kissinger told me you were here in 1970 when President Nixon was in office.
We are just as concerned about our good relations with Indonesia as we were
earlier.

Let me say now that we are as firmly committed and interested in Southeast
Asia. The events in Indochina have in no way diminished our interest or
commitment in the area. : ' '

We are committed to detente with the. Soviet Union, but it has to be a mutual
relationship. We will not let them have a bigger piece of the benefits. We
will continue it as long as it is mutually beneficial. We recognize that the
Soviet Union keeps assisting and strengthening its friends, just as we do.
But they cannot take advantage of us.-

In my trip to Brussels, I told my NATO allies that we were committed to
them completely, and I want you and the countries in your area to feel the
same.
