Gordon Adams

Dr. Gordon Adams (Ph.D. Columbia University) Professor of the Practice of International Affairs and Director, Security Policy Studies Program, Elliott School of International Affairs came to the George Washington University from the Institute for Strategic Studies in London where he held the position of Deputy Director. Before moving to London, he served as the Associate Director for National Security and International Affairs of the Office of Management and Budget in the White House.  He was founder and director (1983 – 1993) of the Defense Budget Project, which became one of Washington's leading analytical institutions working on the defense budget and defense policy issues.

Gerhard Brauer

Gerhard Brauer was born in Geisenheim, Germany.  He earned his “Diplom-Ingenieur” (Masters) degree in Aeronautics in 1973 from the Technical University of Darmstadt, and for 15 years he held a number of programme manager positions within the armament organization of the German Ministry of Defence conducting development programs in the field of fighter aircraft and combat helicopters.  Most prominently, he was the German Programme Director for the Franco-German Helicopter TIGER.

A five-year leave of absence from the German Ministry enabled Gerhard Brauer to work with the German Space Agency, formerly DARA, which merged with DLR in 1997.  Then for a further 8 years, he served as a liaison officer in Washington, D.C. where he coordinated the Aircraft Technology Demonstrator Programme X-31 together with DARPA and the U.S. Navy.  Immediately prior to joining ESA, he was the German representative within the technology programme of the Western European Armaments Group (WEAG).  At the Centre des Hautes Etudes de l’Armement he participated in the Session Européenne des responsables d’Armenent, and he is a graduate from the Senior Course at the NATO Defense College in Rome.

As Head of the Security Policy Office at ESA, Gerhard Brauer is responsible for supporting and advising the Director General of ESA on all security matters.

In his leisure time, Gerhard Brauer enjoys mainly bicycling and travel.  He lives Paris with his wife and has two adult sons who live and work in Germany.

Simon Collard-Wexler

Simon Collard-Wexler is a senior research officer in the Non-Proliferation, Arms Control, and Disarmament division at Foreign Affairs Canada. His areas of research include space security, nuclear and biological non-proliferation, and international security theory. He previously worked at the International Policy Institute at King's College London, the International Atomic Energy Agency in Vienna, and the Center for Nonproliferation Studies in Monterey California. He received an MSc in International Relations from the London School of Economics, and completed his undergraduate degree in Political Science at McGill University and Sciences-Po Paris.

Bob Dickman

Robert S. Dickman is executive director of the American Institute of Aeronautics and Astronautics, an individual-membership technical society with more than 35,000 members in 79 countries. As executive director, he oversees a nonprofit organization with 100 staff and a $20 million budget; AIAA's activities include publishing, conferences, standards development, a full range of student programs, professional development, and government relations. He is only the third executive director since AIAA's formation in 1963.

Previously, Mr. Dickman was a member of the Senior Executive Service, and served as Deputy for Military Space, Office of the Undersecretary of the Air Force, Washington, D.C. He supported the Undersecretary, who is also the Director of the National Reconnaissance Office, in executing space responsibilities, which included managing the planning, programming and acquisition of space systems for the Air Force and other military services.

Mr. Dickman was born in Brooklyn, N.Y., grew up in New Jersey, and entered the Air Force as a distinguished graduate of the ROTC program at Union College, Schenectady, N.Y. He has had a varied career in space operations, and acquisition and planning, including being assigned at the Space and Missile Systems Center, the Pentagon, North American Aerospace Defense Command, U.S. Space Command, Air Force Space Command, and the National Reconnaissance Office. While serving on active duty, he was the first Vice Commander of the 2nd (now 50th) Space Wing, Schriever Air Force Base, Colo., Commander of the 45th Space Wing, Patrick Air Force Base, Fla., Department of Defense Space Architect, and the senior military officer at the NRO in Washington, D.C. .  He was the 1998 recipient of the National Space Club Astronautics Engineer award and one of Space News' "100 Who Made a Difference, 1989-2004." He retired from active duty in 2000 in the rank of major general, and was appointed to the Senior Executive Service in March 2002. He assumed his current role in February 2005.

Everett Dolman

Dr. Everett Carl Dolman is Associate Professor of Comparative Military Studies at the US Air Force’s School of Advanced Air and Space Studies (SAASS). His focus is on international relations and theory, and he has been identified as Air University’s first space theorist. Dr. Dolman began his career as an intelligence analyst for the National Security Agency, and moved to the United States Space Command in 1986. In 1991, he received the Director of Central Intelligence’s Outstanding Intelligence Analyst award. Dr. Dolman received his PhD in Political Science from the University of Pennsylvania in 1995. He then taught international relations and international political economy at The College of William & Mary, Southern Illinois University-Edwardsville, and Berry College before taking his current position at Maxwell AFB in Alabama. Dr. Dolman received the Air Force’s Educator of the Year Award for 2003/04. His published works include Astropolitik: Classical Geopolitics in the Space Age (Frank Cass, 2002); The Warrior State: How Military Organization Structures Politics (Palgrave, 2004) and Pure Strategy: Power and Principle in the Information Age (forthcoming from Frank Cass, 2005). He has written several book chapters as well as articles for the Journal of Strategic Studies, Comparative Strategy, Journal of Small Wars and Insurgencies, Soviet and Post-Soviet Review Citizenship Studies, Politics and Society, and the Journal of Political and Military Sociology. Dr. Dolman is also co-founder and managing editor of Astropolitics: The International Journal of Space Power and Policy.

Dana Johnson

Dana J. Johnson is a Senior Analyst with the Northrop Grumman Analysis Center in Arlington, Virginia, responsible for assessing space and missile defense issues and trends for Northrop Grumman’s business sectors.  Dr. Johnson has extensive experience in government and industry aerospace-related research.  She joined Northrop Grumman in June 2003 from RAND where she spent almost 15 years as a national security policy analyst with a specialty in space policy and operations.  While at RAND she led or participated in a number of studies in space, aerospace, and aeronautics conducted for the White House Office of Science and Technology Policy (OSTP), the Department of Defense, the Air Force, NASA, and the NRO.  She also participated in several congressionally mandated commissions, including the NIMA Commission, the Commission on Roles and Missions, and the Aerospace Commission.  Other prior experience includes policy and mission analysis of national security space programs in several leading aerospace companies, and diplomatic history and research at the U.S. Department of State’s Office of the Historian.  Dr. Johnson holds a Ph.D. in International Relations from the University of Southern California, and is also an Adjunct Professor at Georgetown University, teaching space and security.  She has published numerous books that are widely used in universities and defense colleges, including Space:  Emerging Options for National Power (1998), Policy Issues and Challenges for Interagency Space Systems Acquisition (2001), and Space Weapons Earth Wars (2002).

Rebecca Johnson

Dr Rebecca Johnson, who cofounded the Acronym Institute for Disarmament Diplomacy in 1995, holds a PhD from the London School of Economics (LSE), as well as an MA from the University of London School of Oriental and African Studies (SOAS) and a B.Sc. (Hons) from the University of Bristol. Dr Johnson is currently Vice Chair of the Board of the Bulletin of the Atomic Scientists and senior advisor to the Weapons of Mass Destruction Commission (WMDC), chaired by Dr Hans Blix. She also serves on the advisory councils of several organisations, including the Centre for Policy Studies (PIR, Moscow), the Peace Depot (Japan), the UK All Party Parliamentary Group on Global Security and Non-Proliferation, and the Oxford Research Group (UK). Johnson has had extensive experience as a grassroots activist and organiser and is a member of the International Institute for Strategic Studies (IISS) and Women in Black. 

While her present research priorities are WMD, space weaponisation and international security, Rebecca Johnson has authored numerous articles and reports on the United Nations system and multilateral disarmament and negotiations, notably the NPT and CTBT; civil society; and British defence policy, and gives papers and lectures on these subjects to a wide range of UN and other international conferences, seminars and meetings.

Joan Johnson-Freese

Dr. Joan Johnson-Freese has served as Chair, Department of National Security Studies, at the Naval War College since August 2002. Prior to that time, she was on the faculty at the Asia Pacific Center for Security Studies in Honolulu, Hawaii; at the Air War College in Montgomery, Alabama; and the Director of the Center for Space Policy & Law at the University of Central Florida. Her doctorate is in political science.

Within the realm of international and national security studies, Dr. Johnson-Freese has focused her research and writing on technology programs and policies generally, and space programs and policies specifically, including issues relating to technology transfer and export, missile defense, transparency, space and regional development, transformation, and globalization.

Dr. Johnson-Freese served on the National Research Council, Space Studies Board, Committee on International Programs; Office of Technology Assessment, U.S. Congress, Advisory Panel for U.S. Space Launch Capabilities Study, 1994-95; and SPACECAST 2020, Board of Advisors, 1993, USAF study.  As a media consultant on space she has worked with such organizations as: CBS Nightly News, CBS news specials, CNN, the BBC, Austrian television, the Discovery Channel, ABC News, The New York Times, The Washington Post, USA Today, Florida Today, and Space News.  She has also testified before the U.S. Congress concerning U.S.-Sino security issues concerning space. 

Dr. Johnson-Freese is currently working on a new book entitled Heavenly Ambitions for Columbia University Press, due out in 2006. Prior book publications include: The Chinese Space Program: A Mystery Within a Maze (Krieger Publishing, 1998); Space: The Dormant Frontier, Changing the Space Paradigm for the 21st Century, (Praeger Publishers, 1997); The Prestige Trap: A Comparative Study of the US, European and Japanese Space Programs, with Roger Handberg, (Kendall-Hunt, 1994); Over the Pacific: Japanese Space Policy Into the 21st Century,  (Kendall-Hunt, 1993); and Changing Patterns of International Cooperation in Space, (Krieger Publishing, 1990).  She has also published over 70 journal articles. 

Gregory Kulacki

Dr. Gregory Kulacki is a respected expert on educational and professional exchanges with the People's Republic of China. He lived and worked in China for more than twelve years developing and administering a wide variety of programs between China and the United States. Prior to joining UCS in 2002 he served as the Director of Academic Programs in China for the Council on International Educational Exchange, and as an Associate Professor and the Director of the Sino-American Center for Environmental Education at Green Mountain College. Gregory is currently engaged in organizing a Chinese technical group on space security in cooperation with the Institute of Space Science at the Beijing University of Aeronautics and Astronautics (BUAA). The group held its first international symposium at BUAA in April of 2004. 

Gregory holds a Ph.D. in Government and Politics from the University of Maryland, College Park where the focus of his dissertation was the cross-cultural development of political theory in modern China.

John Logsdon

John M. Logsdon is Director of the Space Policy Institute at George Washington University’s Elliott School of International Affairs, where he is also Professor of Political Science and International Affairs. He holds a B.S. in Physics from Xavier University (1960) and a Ph.D. in Political Science from New York University (1970). Dr. Logsdon’s research interests focus on the policy and historical aspects of U.S. and international space activities.

Dr. Logsdon is the author of The Decision to Go to the Moon: Project Apollo and the National Interest and is general editor of the eight-volume series Exploring the Unknown: Selected Documents in the History of the U.S. Civil Space Program. He has written numerous articles and reports on space policy and history. He is frequently consulted by the electronic and print media for his views on space issues.

Dr. Logsdon recently served as a member of the Columbia Accident Investigation Board. He is a former member of the NASA Advisory Council and a current member of  the Commercial Space Transportation Advisory Committee of the Department of Transportation. He is a recipient of the NASA Distinguished Public Service and Public Service Medals and a Fellow of the American Institute of Aeronautics and Astronautics and of the American Association for the Advancement of Science.

Clay Moltz

Dr. James Clay Moltz is Deputy Director and Research Professor at the Center for Nonproliferation Studies (CNS) of the Monterey Institute of International Studies. From 1998-2003, he directed the Newly Independent States Nonproliferation Program at CNS. He is a specialist in NIS nuclear issues, U.S. space weapons/missile defense policies, nuclear submarines, and Northeast Asian proliferation problems. From 1993-98 he was the Founding Editor of The Nonproliferation Review and from 1996-2000 also of the web-based DPRK Report (on North Korean issues). Dr. Moltz is co-author of the book Nuclear Weapons and Nonproliferation (ABC-CLIO, Inc., 2002) and co-editor of Preventing Nuclear Meltdown: Managing Decentralization of Russia's Nuclear Complex (Ashgate, 2004) and The North Korean Nuclear Program: Security, Strategy and New Perspectives from Russia (Routledge, 2000). He has authored numerous articles in such journals as Arms Control Today, Asian Survey, Bulletin of the Atomic Scientists, Journal of East Asian Studies, and World Politics. His Op-Eds have appeared in The Los Angeles Times and The New York Times. Dr. Moltz received his Ph.D. and M.A. in Political Science from the University of California at Berkeley. He also holds an M.A. in Russian and East European Studies and a B.A. in International Relations (with Distinction) from Stanford University. 

Dr. Moltz worked previously as a staff member in the U.S. Senate and held prior academic positions at Duke University and the University of California at San Diego. He has served as a consultant to the U.S. Departments of Energy (National Nuclear Security Administration) and Defense (Office of Net Assessment).  In the past two years, he has lectured on U.S. aircraft carriers and other ships in the Pacific as part of the U.S. Naval Postgraduate School's Regional Security Education Program.
